HigTory of The Heur,

The first Tiurai (meaning July) took place in Tahiti on 14

their family's home. The Tiurai was renamed the Heiva in

-'Uté Paripari or the Uté Arearea (your choice): 2 voices. Two people sing and converse on the chosen
theme (paripari) or on a humorous theme (arearea).
